Nashville Rowing Club
Membership policy for 2011
1.  Regular Membership - for any individual 18 years of age or older with full voting rights, the annual fee is $180


a.  Renewal fees are always at the full regular, family, affiliate, student, junior or non-resident amount and are due, paid in full, by February 15th.  A former member may reinstate their membership at any time by paying the full annual fee.  A late fee may be assessed on any member for membership dues more than 30 days past due.

b.  New member’s fees: a new member’s first year fee is determined by the month that he/she first rows with NRC, either in a L2R class or in an open row.  Any new member is allowed to row four times with the club, either two L2R classes and two open rows, or four open rows for those with prior rowing experience, before dues are payable.  Based on the month of a new member’s first row the fees are as follows:


I.    January 1st – August 31st

full annual fee, but not less than $180



II.   September, October

2/3 of full annual fee, but not less than $120 



III. November, December

1/3 of full annual fee, but not less than $60

2.  Family Membership – same as above for first member. Each successive family member pays half of the first member’s rate, but not less than III in the category above.
3.  Affiliate Membership – for any individual 18 years of age or older with full voting rights, the annual fee is $70 

4.  Student, Junior, and Non-Resident Membership (non-voting) – 1/3 of full annual fee during any month of the year, but not less than $60.

5.  Coaches and Coxswains Membership – these are awarded as “gratis” memberships for their regular and reasonable participation in club activities.

Definitions:


a. Family member: is a spouse, partner, child, step child, or other individuals living together that differ from but are regarded as the equivalent to the traditional family

b. Affiliate member: is a regular member who primarily uses their own equipment, pays for their own insurance and is an individual member of US Rowing.  They compete under the NRC affiliation and may use club equipment subject to stated policies. Any member who applies for affiliate member status must be approved by the board.

c. Non-Resident member: is a regular member who does not live in the Nashville area or within close enough proximity to be able to reasonably row with the club and use its equipment.

Fees:


a.  All Fees: any membership fee, late fee, or other fees will be set annually by the Board of Directors.  For 2011 the late fee is set at $20.

b. Refund of membership fees: membership dues are nonrefundable except upon voluntary resignation or suspension by a member.  Any request for a refund of membership fees must be submitted to the Membership Chair in writing and approved by a 2/3 vote of the Board.

 Non-renewing members: 


Any member whose fees are in arrears for 60 days or more will be considered a non-renewing member. The Membership Chair will submit a list to the board annually of those non-renewing members along with a recommendation that they either be dropped or kept on the club’s roster.  An accurate club roster must be maintained for the club’s liability insurance through U.S. Rowing.
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
